
In June 2008 the Schools
welcomed Mark Demsteader,
local artist and former
member of staff, who
officiated at the formal
opening ceremony of The
Brierley Art Studios.  The
opening was a splendid
occasion when the Schools
were able to celebrate the
work of their GCSE and A
level students in their new
surroundings.

This state of the art facility
comprises four large studio spaces
on two floors and a Gallery area.
There are specific areas for
painting and drawing, ceramics and
film and animation.   The studios
are a superb addition to the range
of facilities within the schools.  
The Principal, Dr Paul Neeson said
“We are delighted with our new
art facilities. It is wholly fitting to
name the studios after the
Chairman of the Board of

Governors and former pupil
Rosemary Brierley. Mrs Brierley
has served the Schools as a
governor for twenty five years, with
sixteen of those as Chairman.”

As the Brierley Art Studios have
created a brand new facility for
Art and CDT within the schools,
an extensive refurbishment
recently took place at Thornycroft
in order to convert the
impressive building into new
premises for Kindergarten.  This
has enabled Reception, Year 1 and
2 to move out of their school in
Plum Street, fondly know by many
who attended Werneth Prep as
‘Plum St Prison’.

The results of the refurbishment
are impressive and since
September the youngsters have
been enjoying their new
surroundings.  Even though many
modern features have been added,
the original character of the
building has been retained.

Built in 1872, Thornycroft can
pride itself on being one of the
town’s surviving historical
mansions.  In 1880 Edward Wright
Wrigley and his family moved to

the house.  Mr Wrigley was a
partner of Lees and Wrigley of
Greenbank Mills, Glodwick.  
There is still a stained glass
window in the Entrance Hall
which incorporates the letter 
‘W’ in the design.

Edward Wrigley died in 1900 and
his wife continued to live there
until her death in 1919 after
which the property passed to
Robert and Isabella McLud who
lived there until at least 1927.
However in 1934, Madge
Mellowdew and her sister, Irene
Mary, moved into the property
and ran a preparatory school
mainly for the children of the
wealthier gentry of Oldham.
Madge Mellowdew is still listed as
one of the occupiers in 1956.

Very little is known about what
happened to the building but in
1965 the building was sold to the
Lancashire Cotton Corporation
for use as a central testing and

research centre. In 1968,
Thornycroft was bought by
Oldham Hulme Grammar Schools
for £11,000 (in today’s terms
approximately £132,000).

At one time the impressive
grounds consisted of a separate
cottage with stables and a carriage
garage, three brick built dog
kennels complete with their own
exercise area,  a grass tennis
court, a squash court (reputed to
be the first privately-built court in
Britain) and even a pet’s
graveyard!

Artist Opens New Studios
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Earlier on this year, school was
alive to the sound of music – with
people humming ‘Doe, a Deer …’
and ‘Favourite Things…..’ in
absent-minded moments.  

The performances of ‘The Sound
of Music’ more than lived up to
the anticipation.  An efficient
backstage team theatrically
transformed the main hall. Tickets
sold out fast and even the preview
show was packed.  This was a very
strong cast with not a weak voice
to be heard. Maria stunningly
combined maturity and innocence
and Captain Von Trapp’s wonderful
baritone was greeted by an
audible gasp of surprise as he
broke out of the restrained
military character he had 
assumed as a widower.  

The seven children were
outstanding.  The older ones were

excellent and the younger team
were self-assured and delighted us
all. The supporting cast was strong
including a fabulous partnership
between Baroness Elsa and Max
Detweiler and a suberb chorus of
nuns.  Other cameos abounded
with waltzing dancers, threatening
nazis and a lederhosen choir
making an appearance at the
Saltzberg festival.  The latter scene
with its Nuremberg overtones
was very powerful.  

As always offstage an efficient
army of crew worked on staging,
sound, lighting, costume, hair and
make-up and the whole
production involved close to
150 students.  The orchestra
conducted by Ruth Dixon was
professional and comprised 
students, former students and
peripatetic music staff.  

‘The Sound of Music’ was directed
by Craig Mairs who, with his
dedicated staff team, reached the
highest standards of youth
theatre.  What a delight!

Fond Farewell for Retiring Teachers

In the 1950’s, my history mistress,
Miss Roker, suggested that I
should apply to her old college,
Royal Holloway, and take the
Entrance Examinations. At the
time Hulme had a strong link with
the college and three former
pupils had recently graduated with
distinguished degrees, Olwen
Hufton (now Dame of the British
Empire), Muriel Bate and Edith
Lees.  Nowadays pupils who
choose to spend gap years in all
sorts of exotic places will find it
hard to understand how different
the South of England was from
the North in those days, and what
courage it took to move so far
away from home.

Having passed the written exams,
I was called for interview and left
Manchester with some
trepidation. However, the Hulme
network had been activated and

as the train drew in to Egham
station, I saw the re-assuring
figure of Edith Lees, then a Ph.D
student, waiting for me on the
platform. Edith showed me all
around the college and gave me a
lot of sensible advice about
interviews. The next morning I
was interviewed by the entire
faculty of the English department.
When questioned as to why I had
chosen Royal Holloway, I
mentioned Miss Roker. Cries of
delight rang round the room.”Oh,
Vera Roker, the best cricketer
Holloway ever had!” Whether
through Miss Roker or my own
performance, I was given a place
at Royal Holloway and spent
three wonderful years there.

Many years later during an
interview with a member of the
Alumni Department at RHC, I
mentioned my Hulme connection

and the fact that I often thought
about Edith Lees. The department
put us back in touch and I found
that Edith, who had gone to
Australia after gaining her
doctorate, was now semi- retired
from the Sydney Chemistry
department.  As I had already
organised a holiday to visit friends
in Hong Kong and Australia, Edith
offered to meet me in Sydney. 

And so it was that almost forty-
eight years to the day that she
had met me at Egham station, we
met again, this time on the other
side of the world. We spoke of
happy days at Hulme and Royal
Holloway where we received not
only a wonderful education, which
enabled us to have interesting and
fulfilling lives, but also where we
established such good and
enduring friendships.

In 2006 we featured an article
about David and his career as
a general surgeon both in the
UK and abroad.  In the
summer of 2007 he spent two
months at the British base in
Basra, Southern Iraq and in
this article he recounts his
experiences:

With the whining sound of the
alarms, a great dash ensued to 
fall out of bed, put on the combat
body armour and lie face down 
as the rockets came thundering 
in and crashing all around. 

After 15 minutes the ‘all clear’
alarms would go off and one 
would casually get back into bed. 
I would usualy wait about 10
minutes before trying to sleep
again. If anyone had been hit, during
this time you would hear the
typical sound of the ambulances
going to the scene of the disaster
and you would know that any
minute the urgent bleep would go
off to tell you to go the Emergency
Department to expect 
a serious casualty.  The same
scenario was repeated two to
three times a night.

It was the very fact that I had been
a cadet in the RAF at school that
made me apply to the RAF
reserves and allow my skills as a
surgeon to be on the front line.
When that brown envelope arrived
last March containing my call up
papers, it left me with a sense of
real excitement that I should be
travelling up North for my pre-
deployment training.  Having
successfully completed this, I said
my farewells to the family, picked
up my SA80 rifle and was airlifted
by Tristar from RAF Brize Norton 
to Al-Udied in Qatar. Spending a
few hours there, I soon found
myself on a Hercules where the
adventure really began. 

The Hercules began its journey

with about 75 troops with cargo
en route to Basra.  I sat on the
right side of the aircraft, shoulder
to shoulder with soldiers and
airmen that I would never see
again, but there was a strong sense
of brotherhood even on this short
journey. Half way through the
journey, the loadmaster indicated,
using flashing red lights, that we
were entering dangerous airspace.
We donned our heavy combat
body armour and helmets and all
the lights went off, a surreal
experience if there ever was one.  

Looking out of one of the
windows I spotted some lights on
the ground and realised we were
going round and round and
descending through the darkness.
Suddenly there was a bump and we
landed at Basra.  

I was taken under cover of
darkness to my accommodation. 
A few minutes later during my trip
to the toilet I hit the ground as 
the first of the rocket attacks
began to rain in.  With my heart 
in my mouth I huddled next to a
massive sand bag and waited.  

The Coalition operating base at
the time had 5,500 troops with a
further 500 troops at Basra Palace.
For the next 8 weeks I was there
and every day the base and the
palace came under fierce attack.
The troops on the streets came
under attack from improvised
explosive devices, rockets and
bullets. Those patrolling the base
came under sniper attack and the
rest of us on the base spent a
good part of the day lying face
down trying to escape from
fragmentation injuries which were
inevitable if you were unlucky
enough to be close by when a
rocket landed.  

A lot of injuries occurred during
that time and my job was to
basically stop the wounded from

dying from haemorrhage.  I spent a
lot of time in the operating 
theatre - we sometimes had 
both operating tables going 
with 2 teams. The Immediate
Response Team would go out in 
the Merlin helicopter with 4 or 
so RAF regiment airmen who
would provide covering fire whilst
the team would go out and attend
to the casualties in the middle of 
a Basra street.  It was my
responsibilty to decide the order
of who went to theatre. The teams
were so professional and everyone
knew their role within it that I
sometimes marvelled at the
mechanics of it all.  The theatre
team was probably the best I had
ever worked with, always willing 
to work on and on. 

There is no doubt that last
summer was probably the worst
time for all the troops in Basra.
Apart from the wounded we were
repatriating at least 2 dead soldiers
a week for the time I was there. I
used to call a C130 heavy
transporter in to land to take back
the wounded to Birmingham nearly
every two days.  For the first time
in my life I needed God. I longed
for Sunday so I could go to church
and pray and meet with the Padre.
I felt that God was looking after
me and I only hope he continues
to look after me when I go to the
Congo this October with
Medecins Sans Frontieres.

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Enabling the Disabled
Prakash Patel, 1995-2005

In August former pupil Prakash
Patel embarked on a trip of a
lifetime to a disabled school
based in northern India, along
with 16 other members of the
Manchester and Salford
Universities Officers Training
Corps. Prakash recounts his
experiences:

Sucheta Kriplani Shiksha Niketan
(SKSN) has almost 450 disabled
students, aged between five and
twenty years old. Polio accounts for
the majority of the students'
disabilities, along with amputations,
burns and genetic disorders. Most of
the SKSN children come from
families who are unable to pay for
their child’s education.  The location
of rural schools are usualy too far
away from the disabled child’s home.
A physically challenged child would
simply not be able to endure a walk
of 3-8km over sandy terrain, twice 
a day. 

Prior to our trip, MSUOTC
managed to raise over £170,000.
The aim of the trip was to spend
this money on firstly, reorganising
the medicl dispensary, painting the
school, and continuing the work of
producing prosthetic limbs for the
children as well as repairing existing
limbs and callipers.  

For many of us, this was
the first time we had
interacted with such a
large group of severely
handicapped children.
However, it was
immediately obvious to
us how happy the children were,
and how much hope they held in
their hearts. During their free time
they could be seen with their heads
buried in books, studying constantly.
During our stay they involved us in
various sporting competitions; a
game of Kabaddi, the Indian national
sport, and a game of cricket. 

Throughout two weeks of intense
work, all the volunteers carried out
their tasks with great enthusiasm
despite the high temperatures, rain
showers and humidity.  In
recognition of what we had
achieved at the school, the children
organised a special display of their
sports and activities. The children
learn a skill on the rope called
Malkam, a very physically demanding
form of PT that strengthens their
upper body.

The pupils are ambassadors to
other disabled children across the
world.  They have an extremely
positive and focused outlook on life
and the majority of the students
have the opportunity to go
University.

I am very grateful to MSUOTC for
giving me this life changing
opportunity and I am pleased to say
that I will be following up my recent
experience and funding a personal
charity trip in February 2009.  Any
donations towards this trip are
most welcome and will contribute
towards maintaining the school.

When I left Hulme in 1984, I went
to University College London to
study Medieval Archaeology with
History of Art. It was not the
course I had expected and I left in
year 2, deferring the course for a
year. When the year was up, I had
a job and had already moved on. I
stayed in London and moved into
the City, working for Barclays de
Zoete Wedd (BZW) in UK
Equities. Some of you may
remember ITV news in the late
80’s and early 90’s which had a
daily section on News AM from a
balcony overlooking a huge
trading floor – I was third desk
back and a little to the right!

It was here I met my husband, Bill,
and when he took up a position
with Charterhouse Bank we made
a lifestyle decision to move out of
London to Liverpool where we
still live.

It was exhausting
especially as we were open seven
days a week too but it was
fulfilling work.

When an equally small unit
became available two miles down
the road in the Bootle shopping
centre, I decided to expand.

My memories of this time are of
hectic Christmases using Bill’s
offices as extra warehouse space
and long hours on the road. 
When The Fragrance Shop (TFS)
got to 30 stores nationwide, we
sold it for the first time. We
bought it back in 2006 and have
recently sold it again, this time
with 110 stores, there’s even one
in Oldham! 

I’m now kept busy as mum to
Alexandra 8 and Stephanie 2. 
I invest in foreign property and 
I have interests in a few Internet
Retailers.  We have houses in the
South of France, Marrakech and
Dubai so that keeps me busy
enough!  And I still drive Bill mad
in airport duty free shops by
trying all the new fragrances.

I am humbled when I read the
articles and letters from former
pupils who are bravely working 
in far-flung parts of the world and
for so many wonderful causes. 
As my two girls embark on their
own school life I hope that life
gives them as enjoyable an
experience as I have had so far….

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Having been a pupil at Hulme
between 1955-1962 and teaching
at the same school for 36 years,
you are bound to develop an
affinity with the place.  When
retirement finally approached 
– as it did for me in 2004 – the
inevitable questions about
retirement were raised:  ‘Will
there be enough to occupy me?’,
‘Will I be missed?’  The natural
temptation was to seek the views
of other retired colleagues, most
of whom were only to happy to
reassure me and stress the
benefits of retirement.

I soon realized that retirement
can be a very engaging
opportunity, especially as the
school immediately asked me to
look after the school archives.
Although I missed the opportunity
to open the eyes of receptive
pupils to the wonderful world of
physics, there were

compensations.  One of these was
the freedom to stay at home and
avoid adding to the rush hour
congestion on a dark and wet
November morning.  I also started
to enjoy a life which was no
longer ruled by school bells.
Retirees gain the opportunity to
give more attention to home and
garden at any time and not just at
weekend.

When retired, the opportunity to
travel to more distant parts is far
more appealing.  The stimulus to
travel was even greater for me 
as firstly, my wife, Gill, is a
geographer (Gill taught geography
in the Girls’ school from 1970-
1977) and secondly my son Martin
(who was at Hulme from 1989-
1995) was working in Australia 
as a structural engineer.  We
therefore decided to visit ‘down
under’ in the Spring of 2007,
travelling firstly to Melbourne to
visit Martin, then on to Adelaide
before returning to Melbourne.  

We enjoyed ourselves so much
that we decided to return to
Australia in March 2008.  Retired

Head of Maths, Nigel Kirby,
suggested that we should get 
in touch with former pupil, Lewis
Chadderton, who lives in the
Canberra area.  Lewis left Hulme
in 1956 and made rapid progress
in Physics.  After having completed
his PhD at Cambridge, he
received the annual Mayers 
award at Hulme in 1963.  He then
became involved in work on the
Apollo project in the USA after
which he took up a visiting
professorship in Copenhagen.  
He and his family moved to
Australia in 1980 and Lewis is
now Professor at the Australia
National University in Canberra.
We stayed with the Chaddertons
for a couple of days and had a
wonderful time talking about old
times and characters at Hulme.   

We have both enjoyed a
professional life working in the
most fundamental of all the
sciences, even though it has been
at different levels.  And in a
subject that, because of national
policies in education, is now in
serious and shameful decline.
